O Malafu presented a request by the Boone County Agricultural Conservation Easement and
Farmland Protection Commission to include the Health Department in its contingency plan in the
event the Soil & Water Conservation District and Boone County Conservation District loose the
ability to monitor easement/development rights donated to them. This contingency plan should
not place any significant demand on Health Department resources. The Commission is in the
process of drafting an ordinance that spell out the responsibilities of the Health Department in
the contingency plan.
