The meeting was called to order by Dr. Hess.
Bill Hatfield introduced Andrea Barrett-Hollander, an N.I.U. graduate student.

A motion to approve the Agenda was made by Jim Cox, and seconded by Gary Turner.
Motion carried.

Closed Session: A motion to go into closed session was made by Deb Loos and
seconded by Jim Cox. Closed Session was to discuss personnel related issues. Dr.

Unfinished Business:
